Annexation Discussion – Frontier Co-Op 
The planning commission proposed 3 lots be annexed to the Village that is currently property of the Co-Op.  A local representative from the Frontier Co-Op was on hand and asked questions such as will they be eligible for water and sewer.  Tim Wollmer explained that yes, they would be but that this is a unique situation with the land being split by the RR tracks and will require research into the cost and extending the line to the co-op.

A discussion was held, and many questions asked and answered with it being determined that at this time to continue the discussion forward along with the Planning and Zoning commission and to keep researching to find the best way to do this keeping all parties apprised and updated.
