Auditorium Project – Per Co-Chair Romshek, Terry Micek is planning on lights for the Auditorium to be up before the end of the year and will also include 2 sets of lights under the awning for safety purposes.  Terry also informed Co-Chair Romshek that he is looking at bids to add outlets to the new downtown light posts.  
Planning and Zoning
Mayor Napier read Ray Suepers report as he is currently out of town.

John with JEO spoke about the paving of Pioneer Street with the 1 and 6 year plan. He discussed the different covering options for the eventual paving of the road.  Length of time for the project is projected to be between 4 and 7 months depending on the type of covering and John also noted that the proposed costs do not include culverts or drainage ditches and that this would be an additional cost for the Village.
Water Treatment Center 

Treatment is center working fine.
Utilities Report:
Paul Nickolite, head of Utilities, let the board know that we will be receiving a bill from HOA due to the water tower overflow.  The issue took approximately 4 hours to fix.  The board discussed that when this bill and any other bills that are due to the ice storm, they will be submitted to insurance. Another bill noted to go through insurance is Hlavac Tree Service.  

The Fire department also let him know that no burning at the wood disposal site will occur until there is more moisture in the area. 

Jim and Deb Buell are in the process of acquiring a new liquor license to re-open the former 1st and Ten Bar.  Jim will be moving back to the area within the next few weeks.  They plan to keep it as a bar and grill with the exception of name change and ownership.  The Board asked for them to keep them updated as they develop.
Continued education to take place in March for both Village Clerk Jenny Brown, and Utilities Supervisor Paul Nickolite including all fees was motioned to approve by Mayor Napier and 2nd by Co-Chair Romshek.  Roll call vote: all approved.

Signing of the end of year paperwork for DOT was motioned by Co-Chair Romshek, and 2nd by Board Member Junck, roll call vote: all approved.

Motion to work with Connecting Point out of Columbus, NE to secure digital and technological related aspects of the Village office was motioned by Mayor Napier, 2nd by Jeremy Junck.  Roll call vote: All in favor.
Immense Impact out of Texas, to be the municipality’s new website hosting provider.  Motioned to approve by Co-Chair Romshek, 2nd by Lee Nickolite.  Roll call vote, all in favor. 

Renting of Softball field to the Monarch Club Softball for summer 2021.  The club asks that they be able to use the “big field”, concession stand, restrooms, and scoreboard.  Discussion took place involving the working order of the score board, it was stated that it currently has lights out and will need repairs.  Attorney Wollmer stated that he would suggest adding provisions to the insurance policy to admen and hold harmless. The Bellwood Softball Association is okay with the rental.  Board Voted all in favor of rental.  

Holiday gifts for BCPPD, Village Employees, and Department of Roads, motioned by Mayor Napier 2nd by Co-Chair Romshek.  Roll call vote: All in favor.

Mayor Napier motioned to leave regular session, 2nd by Co-Chair Romshek.
