Joyce commended Mel Bomar for his 23 years on the board and thanked him for his service.

Due to Mel’s vacancy, we had one resident interested in joining the board. Scott motioned and Connie seconded to have Lee Nickolite fill Mel Bomar’s term through the end of the year. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor. Welcome Lee! Lee said the oath and then joined the rest of the board at the table.

Jeremy motioned and Scott seconded to appoint Joyce Napier as chairman. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor. Connie motioned and Jeremy seconded to appoint Scott Romshek as vice chairman. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor.
A deputy from the sheriff’s office was here. Joyce voiced to the deputy that we have not been receiving reports or invoices as requested last month. The deputy said he’d relay the info onto Tom. 

Insurance was discussed. Mandy Craig with Jones group explained some things to the board on our options going forward and how we may need to bid out insurance quotes depending on our codes. Since our policy renewed in March, she explained our options such as just switching agents or getting quotes for new policies. She agreed that our current policy is pry one of the cheaper carriers so we might not find any price drop looking at new ones. Pam Siroky with First State insurance also added that our policy doesn’t have any replacement costs and that concerned her with the treatment plant. Angie will look into this more and get with our agent to get this changed. 

Scott motioned and Connie seconded to open the public hearing at 7:32pm regarding building regulations. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor and the hearing was opened. Various residents, including but not limited to Brian Wilson, Bill Macoubrie, Louie Oborny, Merrin Matchett, Mike Benedict, and others, showed up to voice concerns over the Ordinance 2020-01 and its policies. Ray Sueper answered questions from the audience and explained that this was all due to the passing of LB 348 that was passed in April of 2019. Tim Wollmer also answered questions regarding the legality of this ordinance. After discussion and questions, Connie motioned and Scott seconded to close the public hearing at 8:44pm. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor. It was decided to table the 3rd reading of Ordinance 2020-01 until we can discuss changes on some items with the board and zoning commission. 
The Cave property was discussed. After discussion and questions, Scott motioned and Connie seconded to condemn the Cave property and move forward with the condemnation. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor.
The Hosher appeal and property were discussed. No one representing the property showed up to the meeting to voice their opinions on the appeal. Tim Wollmer had legal questions he asked Ray Sueper regarding the property, its condition, and communication he’s had with the owners. After questions and discussion, Scott motioned and Jerermy seconded to affirm the condemnation of the Hosher property at 804 Walnut. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor.
Tree issues were discussed. Rod Bell was here representing the tree board. He answered questions and told the board of some problem trees in town that need to be taken down due to hazardous conditions. Paul will look into this.
Marquee is up and running. We received donations from Bank of the Valley, Bellwood Centennial, Bellwood Daze and Jerry McDonald. Joyce mentioned how she’d like to have a plaque made for the donors. 

Larry Bazer voiced his concerns about brown water. Paul will look into this further. Bill Macoubrie also talked about the water quality in town. 

We reviewed the one and six year road plan. The board decided to add culvers and sidewalks onto the one year plan. Angie will get with JEO to get this on there. 

September board meeting falls on a holiday. Jeremy motioned and Scott seconded to have the next board meeting date moved to September 14th at 7pm. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor.
Paul gave an update on the treatment plant.
There being no further business, Scott motioned and Connie seconded to adjourn. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor and the meeting was adjourned at 9:29pm.
